If the screen is not responding correctly to touch the touch screen may need to be calibrated.

Switch the TS 7008ystem poweoff then power up the TS 7000 and wait the splash screen
(Figure 11) to appear.

If touch calibration is required follow the belowogedures.

Press and hold finger where the two lines meetlengie small box (Figure 12 bottom left hand

corner). Calibration works fine when using a finget for better results use a pen taking caremot t
press to hard or you will damage the screen.

Hold finger/pen in this area until prompted to (figure 13). The software will then ask for three

more touch zones resulting in co-ordinates fofalt corners of the screen.

Once calibration is complete the software autoralljigoes to the working screen.
